WHEREAS: in recognition of the severe physical, emotional, psychosocial, financial impacts
and consequences lymphedema has on patients and families, it is time to
support the courageous individuals living with this debilitating disease as well
as their caregivers, both professionals and lay persons; and

WHEREAS 2019 marks the fourth annual year, where World Lymphedema Day is
observed and recognized throughout Canada and the world to increase public
attention, awareness and action related to this serious, chronic and progressive
disease.
