Parental Alienation is considered harm ful to ch ildren and  robs them  of their sense of 
security; and

professionals agree that the problem  of Parental Alienation exists and is dam aging to 
ch ildren and  can affect them  in to adulthood w ith tragic consequence; and

there  are m ore th an  2.4 m illion divorced North A m ericans including the parents of 
m ore than  1 million children un d er the age of eighteen , w ith nearly  as m any 
unm arried  couples w ith ch ildren  separating; and
